Article searching is done through databases that index literature comprehensively. These databases include material not contained within the Virginia Tech collection.  They index many types of items including:

Retrieving the Full Text of an Article
When you have the citation to an article, either from a database or other source, some tips to retrieve the full text:

· Some databases have a direct link to the online full text

· Some databases have a link to Addison so you can determine if the item is in the collection
· If there is no link, or you have a hardcopy citation, look up the Journal or Conference title in Addison.  

· Do NOT look up the article title or the paper title. Addison does not index these.

· If Tech does not own the item, use interlibrary loan to obtain it – www.ill.vt.edu

Databases and WWW Search Engines - Are they the same?

High quality databases such as Compendex, INSPEC, and Web of Science are obtained by the University Libraries for use by Virginia Tech personnel. These databases index many peer-reviewed journal articles and conference papers. Even though these databases use a WWW browser (e.g. Internet Explorer), they should not be confused with products such as Google. Google will sometimes find a scholarly paper, but it is usually much less efficient to use than the library databases.

Full Text Online Resources

To view a list of available online full text journals, use the “Ejournals” link on the library web page. Full text journal content is available from publishers such as IEEE, ASCE, ACM, Wiley, Elsevier, and Kluwer.

Other Engineering Related Resources

Patents, industry standards, manufacturers’ catalogs and other materials are often helpful sources of information. Selected links to these resources are provided from the engineering subject pages.
